1. Does the plan outline the roles and responsibilities of the various functions                  

                           identified (Public Works, Finance, and Solid Waste Departments, etc.)?

For example:
 FORMCHECKBOX 
- The specific positions that will have debris-related responsibilities

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- The roles and responsibilities of other players in debris operations

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Language that identifies any primary stakeholders in the plan

2. Does the plan address health and safety procedures in accordance with State/Local health and 
                            safety standards/requirements?

For example:
 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Establish minimum safety standards for debris personnel
 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Specify how safety information will be disseminated

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of potential hazards at debris loading areas and management sites

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Instructions on how to identify hazardous conditions

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Guidelines on the appropriate and proper use of personal protective equipment

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Reference to another document that addresses health and safety requirements

- Reference to State procedures, standards, etc.

3. Does the plan identify procedures for acquiring required regulatory permits?

For example:
 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of a person or department who obtains regulatory permits
 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of potential permits that would be required to establish a temporary debris management site

- A listing of permits that may include:

• Waste processing and recycling operations permit

4. Does the plan address the basis for planning which include assumptions for various events and 

    forecasting/modeling for debris volumes?

For example:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of the method and/or process they use to forecast debris

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Assumptions as to the types of debris expected

 FORMCHECKBOX 
-  Types of hazards

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- USACE models are the accepted standard for modeling debris

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Computer-generated forecasting models

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- HAZUS to forecast earthquake debris

 FORMCHECKBOX 
-  Historical data

5. Does the plan include priorities for the clearance, collection, and disposal of debris?

For example:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of roads and streets that are essential to emergency operations

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Maps showing specific streets, roads, buildings, hospitals and addresses, along with specific labor assignments are necessary for emergency staff

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of priorities, e.g.,:  
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 -Extricating people and providing access to health care facilities

 FORMCHECKBOX 
• Emergency operations infrastructure, such as the emergency operations center and supply distribution centers

 FORMCHECKBOX 
• Other infrastructure such as water, wastewater, and utilities

6. Does the plan address recycling?

For example:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- The applicant is not required to recycle debris, but the plan must address the issue (it is acceptable to say, for example, “There are no markets in the area for recyclable materials.”

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- If the applicant does intend to recycle a portion of its disaster-related debris, it should identify items such as:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
• Types of debris materials that can be recycled

 FORMCHECKBOX 
• End-use products that can be made from disaster debris

 FORMCHECKBOX 
• Market demand for each product

 FORMCHECKBOX 
• Product buyers

 FORMCHECKBOX 
• Collection sites

 FORMCHECKBOX 
• How the public will be informed of the recycling program

 FORMCHECKBOX 
• Contractors and markets for recyclable materials

7. Is there a process for the collection and disposal of hazardous waste and/or white goods?

For example:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of method for collecting hazardous or household hazardous waste

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Process for handling household hazardous waste and white goods

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of certified recycling centers that are permitted to take white goods

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of local ordinances, State and Federal laws concerning the final disposition of ozone depleting refrigerants, mercury or oils

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of proper disposal methods

8. Does the plan address debris monitoring of the pickup sites, Debris Management Sites (DMS)  

    or Temporary Debris Storage and Reduction (TDSR) Sites and final disposal?

For example:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of debris monitoring procedures

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Sample of the reporting requirements

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- List of the debris monitor’s roles and responsibilities

 FORMDROPDOWN 
 
9. Does the plan identify DMS’ or TDSRs’ and potential landfills for final disposal to include   

                            operation and site management procedures and staffing?

For example:
 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Listing of potential debris storage and reduction sites

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of methods for baseline data collection and environmental monitoring

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of environmental permits and/or land-use variances required

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Address site design: preparation and layout

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Address staffing: site managers, debris monitors, and safety personnel

10. Does the plan address the environmental requirements?

For example:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of State and local environmental requirements

 FORMDROPDOWN 
 
11. Does the plan address contracting/procurement procedures?

For example:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of contracting/procurement procedures

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of contract requirements

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of how contractor qualifications are established

12. Does the plan address the authority and processes for private property debris removal?
For example:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of method for determining an immediate threat to the general public

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Identification of relevant local laws, ordinances, and/or codes that will establish applicant’s legal responsibility to remove debris from private property

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Inclusion of right-of-entry forms and hold harmless agreements

13. Does the plan address the dissemination of information to the general public and media?

For example:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
- Strategy to disseminate the prepared information to the general public

Pre-qualified Contractors

Each jurisdiction should have an established a method for qualifying contractors. With this requirement we are looking for the applicant to:

Demonstrate that they followed this process/procedure when obtaining their list of pre-qualified 
            contractors. Items that jurisdictions typically evaluate when qualifying contractors include:
